CONSTITUTION

The name of the organization shall be The 82nd Aviation Association.
ARTICLE I

Authority

Section I.  The 82nd Aviation Association is established at Fort Bragg, North Carolina, as a private organization with the consent of the installation commander or his delegee under the provisions of the DoDI 1000.15 (23 October 1997) and the AR 210-22 (22 October 2001), contingent upon the following requirements and conditions:

    a.  To prevent the appearance of an official sanction or support by the Department of Defense, United States Army or Fort Bragg, the 82nd Aviation Association may not use the seals, logos, or insignia of any DoD component, organizational unit, or installation on the letterhead, correspondence, on its title.  

    b.  That programs and activities conducted do not in any way prejudice or discredit the DoD Components, the military services or other agencies of the United States Government.

    c.  That the nature, function, and objectives of the 82nd Aviation Association, together with provisions for membership eligibility, management responsibilities, financial management, proper disposition of residual assets and liabilities upon dissolution, will be established in this constitution.

     d.  That the 82nd Aviation Association shall not compete with the authorized activities of appropriated or nonappropriated fund instrumentalities as defined in AR 215-1, but may supplement those activities when specifically authorized in the approval document.

    e.  That the 82nd Aviation Association will be self-sustaining and receive no support, assistance, or facilities from the Army or from nonappropriated fund instrumentalities defined in AR 215-1, except as provided in DoDI 1000.15, AR 210-22 and DoDD 5500.7-R, Joint Ethic Regulation, August 30, 1993.

    f.  That the 82nd Aviation Association may receive logistical support from DoD components with appropriated Federal Government resources in accordance with regulations.  Nonappropriated fund instrumentality funds or assets shall not directly or indirectly be transferred to this organization.

    g.  That neither an appropriated fund activity nor a nonappropriated fund instrumentality will assert any claim to the assets of the 82nd Aviation Association or incur or assume any obligation of any private organization, except as may arise out of contractual relationships.

    h.  Adequate insurance, as defined by the service concerned shall be secured by the 82nd Aviation Association to protect against public liability and property damage claims or other legal actions that may arise as a result of activities of the 82nd Aviation Association or one or more of its members acting on its behalf.

    i.  That the 82nd Aviation Association shall be responsible for ensuring applicable fire and safety regulations, environmental laws, local, state, and Federal tax codes, and any other applicable statutes and regulations are complied with in the operation of the 82nd Aviation Association.
    j.  That the 82nd Aviation Association is not established to provide morale, welfare, and recreational services essential to the operation of the organization.

    k.  That the 82nd Aviation Association, if conducting special events on Fort Bragg agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the United States of America, the Department of the Army, and the XVIII Airborne Corps, and their agents, events, and employees, from any liability for any and all claims, demands, rights, liens, and causes of action whatsoever kind and nature arising out of the 82nd Aviation Association operations or activities on Fort Bragg.

    l.  That neither this installation nor the Government will have any liability for the organization’s actions or debts.

    m.  That the Installation Commander or delegee has authority to enforce compliance by the 82nd Aviation Association with the conditions enumerated herein, to inquire into the activities, and to withdraw his permission for the existence of this organization on the installation at any time.  

    n.  The 82nd Aviation Association understands Fidelity bonding will be purchased for members or employees handling monthly cash flow exceeding $500.  Bonding will be equal to the normal maximum amount of cash handled.

Section II.  The 82nd Aviation Association will comply with all requirements set forth in AR 210-22, Private Organizations on Department of the Army Installations and DoDI 1000.15, Private Organizations on DoD Installations.

Section III.  Per AR 210-22, paragraph 2-1a(2)(d), the 82nd Aviation Association is required to state the liability of the organization and its individual members for debts of or claims against the organization’s liabilities in the event of bankruptcy, insolvency or dissolution.  Debts and liabilities of the 82nd Aviation Association are intended to be solely those of the organization, and not the organization’s members.  The 82nd Aviation Association agrees to abide by any State or jurisdictional minimum capitalization requirements and certifies that all State and jurisdictional laws are met.
Section IV.  The 82nd Aviation Association will comply with all requirements set forth in AR 210-22 and Department of Defense Instruction (DoDI) 1000.15.

ARTICLE II

The purpose of the 82nd Aviation Association is threefold.

First, our organization will enhance the esprit de corps of current and past members of 82nd Aviation. 

Second we will provide assistance (monetary or otherwise) for the dependents of 82nd Aviation Soldiers who have lost their lives or sustained serious injury in the line of duty, either in combat or training.

Finally, our association will provide financial support for the establishment and maintenance of memorials that honor fallen 82nd Aviation members.

Further, we will neither propagate extremist activities nor advocate violence against others or the violent overthrow of the Government.  

ARTICLE III

Membership

Section I.  Membership in the 82nd Aviation Association shall be voluntary to include but not limited to active-duty, retired and former 82nd Aviation Soldiers who served honorably, their family members (spouses, dependants, extended family), 82nd Aviation related supportive agencies, and public and private persons familiar with 82nd Aviation.
Section II.  Membership shall be open to all eligible personnel regardless of race, color, sex, religion, national origin, age, disability or creed.

Section III.  We will not seek to deprive individuals of their civil rights.

Section III.  Prospective members are encouraged to read this constitution prior to accepting membership in the organization.

Section IV.  Membership will include:
a. Active – Limited to past and present 82nd Aviation members and their spouses.    Every active dues paying member in good standing shall have a vote and has the right to hold office. 
b. Associate – An individual who wishes to provide support to the organization by paying dues and is sponsored by an active member, who is in good standing.  Associate members shall not have the right to hold office or vote for the election of officers.
c. Industry -  The Industry Membership Program is designed to foster approved and meaningful interchange between government and industry. Corporate representatives have the opportunity to keep up to date with 82nd Aviation activities, participate in meetings, and to develop professional contacts critical to the corporation's current and future programs and plans.  Industry members shall pay dues, serve as board members but may not hold office.  
d. Honorary – The President, with the advice and consent of the Executive Board, may appoint qualified persons to honorary membership. Such honorary members shall not have the right to hold office, however, shall have the right to vote for officers, serve as a member of the board and shall be exempt from the payment of dues.  Honorary membership shall be issued for the term of the appointing authority.
e. Life – Limited to past or present soldiers, or their spouses, of 82nd Aviation who served honorably.  Every Life due-paying member in good standing shall have the right to vote for officers.  Dues for a Life membership, determined by the Executive Board, are paid at the time of the submitted Life membership application.  Life members shall have the right to hold office and serve as members of the board.
Privileges to Membership:  Only Active and Life members shall be entitled to vote for officers, serve as members of the board and hold office.  All classes of members shall be entitled to participate in meetings, training, social activities, committees and vote on related motions. 

ARTICLE IV

Management Responsibilities for Officers

Section I.  The officers of the 82nd Aviation Association will consist of the president, vice president, secretary, and treasurer.
a. President –  The President shall preside at all meetings of the Association and shall act as chairman of the Executive Board. He/she shall appoint such standing and special committees as are authorized by this constitution or by the Association or its Executive Board. The President shall be responsible to the Executive Board for the proper functioning of all committees and shall perform such other duties as may from time to time be assigned to him/her by the Executive Board or by resolution of the Association. 
b. Vice-President -  The Vice-President shall perform such duties as may be assigned by the President. In absence of the President, the Vice-President shall perform the duties of the President of the Association.
c. Secretary -  The Secretary shall be responsible for ensuring that proper and timely notice is given of all meetings of the Association and of the Executive Board. The Secretary shall keep a record of the minutes of such meetings. The Secretary shall be responsible for the records and conducting correspondence of the Association at the direction of the President.
d. Treasurer –  The Treasurer shall be responsible for the collection of all dues and other monies owed to the Association and therein track memberships. The Treasurer shall cause the disbursement of all funds for expenditures duly authorized and in accordance with the 82nd Aviation Association’s Financial Policies.  The Treasurer shall be the Chair of the Finance Committee.

Section II.  The 82nd Aviation Association will also consist of Additional Offices or Committees on the Board (based on need).  These offices include the following:
a.  Social Chair – The Social Chair shall be responsible for the coordination of the 82nd Aviation Association social and public functions.  These responsibilities include but are not limited to space accommodations, program timelines and delegation, food and beverage arrangements, event logistics, attendance tracking, and member notification.  The social chair may choose to select members to serve on a social committee if deemed necessary by board and organization members.
b.  Public Relations and Marketing Chair – The P.R. and Marketing Chair shall be responsible for the creation, stocking, and distribution of the 82nd Aviation Association – related materials.  He/she will also be responsible – under advisement from the Executive Board - for all printed, audio, and visual promotions for the Association including press releases, T.V. spots or other media outlets.  The P.R. and Marketing Chair will serve as the primary contact for media interests.  
Section III.  The 82nd Aviation Association Executive Board.

a. Composition.  The 82nd Aviation Association Executive Board will consist of a minimum 7 members to include the President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and members appointed by the President. 

b. Duties.  The Executive Board shall be the governing body of the Association and shall have authority to take all appropriate measures and to perform all duties required to accomplish the objectives of the Association. The Executive Board shall establish a formal procedure for the conduct of the business affairs of the Association in accordance with the provisions of this Constitution. Included are: 
•  membership procedures
•  regulations governing the budgeting, receipts, custody, disbursements of, and accounting for the Association’s funds
•  purchases, contracts, travel vouchers, and other expenditures
•  employment and compensation of staff
•  the order of business and conduct of annual meeting
•  the adoption and use of the official seal and insignia of the Association (cannot be DoD symbol)

The Executive Board may authorize appointments as may be deemed necessary to carry on the work of the Association 

c.  Nominations.  There shall be a nominating committee consisting of three (3) active members.  The nominating committee shall develop nomination and election procedures subject to the approval of the Executive Board.

d.  Terms of Office.  Each appointed officer or board member shall serve a two (2) year term, yet may be released or extended as determined by a two-thirds majority member vote.  
e.  Meetings.  The Executive Board shall convene at a time and place specified by the President, and at such other times as a majority of the Executive Board may determine. Five (5) members of the Executive Board shall constitute a quorum.
Section V.  Reporting Requirements.  The officers of the 82nd Aviation Association will ensure the following items will be submitted to the Directorate of Morale, Welfare, and Recreation on a routine basis (at least quarterly but not less than annually):
a. Minutes or summaries of PO meetings.

b. Financial statements.

c. Any major changes in PO activities, membership requirements, officers, objectives, organization, constitution, bylaws, use of funds, and management functions.

d. Names, addresses and phone numbers of officers.

e. A copy of audit reports.

f. A copy of any correspondence about applicability of Federal, State, or local laws.

Section VI.  Income will not accrue to individual members, whether individually or collectively, except through wages and salaries as employees or as award recognition for services rendered.

Section VII.  Reimbursement to the Army for utility expenses, shall be conducted as directed, unless utility use is incidental.

ARTICLE V

Dissolution

Upon dissolution, either by initiative of the membership or upon withdrawal of consent by the Installation Commander, disposition of remaining assets after all debts and obligations have been liquidated will be made to the Department of Veteran’s Affairs.
ARTICLE VI

Adoption

This constitution is adopted subject to approval by two-thirds of the general membership in a duly constituted meeting and the installation commander or delegee.

ARTICLE VII

Insurance

The 82nd Aviation Association understands that it will be required to obtain adequate insurance to protect against public liability and property damage claims or other legal actions that may arise as a result of activities of the 82nd Aviation Association or one or more of its members acting in its behalf, of the operation of any equipment/apparatus or device under the control and responsibility of the private organization, in accordance with DoDI 1000.15, Section 6.9 and AR 210-22, Section 3-2.  We certify that all State and jurisdictional laws are met regarding the amount of liability coverage.

ARTICLE VIII


Amendment

This constitution may be amended by two-thirds vote of the general membership in a duly constituted meeting and approval of the installation commander or delegee
